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This fact sheet is a guide to the Principles for promoting and protecting the human rights of international
students (2021). 

The Australian Human Rights Commission originally developed the Principles for promoting and 
protecting the human rights of international students in 2009. The principles were developed in 
consultation with international students and peak bodies in the international education sector.

In 2021 these principles were updated and enhanced in light of the evolving needs of international 
students and, in particular, the impact of COVID-19 on their human rights. The update recognises that 
Australia’s learning institutions and those engaging with international students should strive towards 
culturally competent systems and culture, services, policies and practices that affirm, protect and 
promote the rights of international students. This update was done in consultation with peak 
international student and education sector organisations. 

This fact sheet is intended to support international students and their representative bodies in their 
advocacy for enhanced promotion and protection of human rights.
