Dear Sir/Madam, I was raised on the Aboriginal Reserve at Gooloogong, New South Wales, Australia, I am sixty three years of age and I am a Wiradjuri Elder. When I was a child the whites told our people they were not to speak their own language,  I speak my Wiradjuri language with pride today.  The whites told our people we must not follow our own religion, i follow my own Aboriginal religion today and I am proud of it.  Biaime is my God and always will be, I respect the white christian religion and all other religions, but I have not intention of telling the whites about my beliefs, I have never trusted the whites and I never will.
