I make this submission as a citizen of Australia.

I am satisfied that our constitution provides religious freedom (refer Section 116 of the Commonwealth of Australian Constitution Act).
My concern is that efforts or legislation that apparently well-meaning people make to protect religious freedom can have perhaps unintended consequences.

Section 116 works well; please do not alter it. 
Note that section 116 may also prevent enactment of any other proposals raised in this review, which I consider to be highly desirable because it avoids restrictions on religious freedom (if this seems hard to comprehend, then consider the title of so many parliamentary acts in recent years that many would view as being the opposite of the intent of the act - maybe I am straying to discussing undesirable intentional consequences rather than undesirable unintended consequences).
