I wish to address the matter in Para 2. Religion and the State – The constitution , roles and responsibility.

In this review consideration should be taken as to how religion, in particular the Christian religion has played a crucial role in the rise of the finest ideals and achievements of Australia and indeed all of Western society.   Christianity is directly responsible for creating the sorts of attitudes and values that have enabled Western societies to create the conditions necessary to promote the dignity, equality, liberty and prosperity of its citizens.

The Christian religion has God’s  plan to bring about peace and blessing to all people and nations, however this is not reciprocated in many other religions of Eastern countries for various reasons with some being intolerance and selfishness.    We are need to remain a religious tolerant country but our main focus should remain Christian and those wishing to immigrate to our country should understand that our constitution and way of life is of a Christian nature and cannot be changed to suit minority ideals.

Our constitution, political and social system owes its development to key Christian biblical assertions which  has a noble call for prudent, accountable and faithful bureaucracy encouraging diligent governing administration so vital for government and country.

Without going into numerous Scriptural  verses, the Bible reminds people to be subject to rulers and authorities, to be obedient and to be ready to do whatever is good.    It encourages the  worthy concept of authority instituted among men and urges us to pray for these people in authority.  It also states for God’s people to honour the king or pagan emperor as they have been ordained by God.   This does not mean to practice their pagan ways of life and worship which the Bible speaks so strongly against.

We need the Christian religion to be practiced in places of authority for fair and free democracy;

Governors to supervise diligently,

Parliamentarians to legislate wisely,

Public servants to administer the state prudently,

Police to ensure peace and security,

Jurors to determine true findings in court,

Justices to apply laws correctly,

And it goes down the line to prison officers, custom officials, military, and electoral officials.

Unlike some politicians who are ambitious, seed personal ideals or ignore social need, we need God fearing politicians because God can help them resist corruption, promote peace, and apply justice with neutrality, impartiality and discretion by grace.
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
