We do not need any so called religious freedom laws. The persecution of Pastors Daniel Scot and Danny Nalliah was one of the most disgraceful episodes in Australian law. These vilification laws unfairly limit freedom of speech.

Churches and their affiliates should be able to practice their own values without being forced to admit people who reject those values.

Our laws should be determined by elected parliaments rather than unaccountable judges.
